Misija

Pusmetinis recenzuojamas Lietuvos kultiiros tyrimy instituto Zurnalas, skirtas aktualioms kul-
taros raidos, sklaidos ir jvairiy kultary sgveiky problemoms tirti, taip pat naujiems kultairos tyrimy
laukams plétoti. Leidinyje skelbiami moksliniai straipsniai ir studijos, apimancios kultiiros raidos ir
sklaidos, kulttiros teorijos, civilizacinés komparatyvistikos, socialinés ir kultarinés antropologijos,
kultarinés atminties, kultirinés psichologijos, kultiros sociologijos, naujyjy medijy kultiros tyrimy
rezultatus; publikuojami reik§mingy teksty vertimai, istoriniai $altiniai, recenzijos bei konferencijy
apzvalgos.

Moksliniy tyrimy ir leidybos etika

SOVTIJUS jsipareigoja laikytis auksciausiy etikos standarty moksliniy tyrimy ir leidybos srityje.
Tai apima ir uztikrinima, kad visi pateikti rankras¢iai baty tikrinami, ar juose néra etikos pazei-
dimy, tokiy kaip plagijavimas, publikacijy dubliavimas, duomeny klastojimas ir falsifikavimas.
Zurnalas taip pat laikosi tarptautiniy moksliniy tyrimy ir publikavimo etikos gairiy ir standarty,
pavyzdziui, nurodyty Leidybos etikos komiteto (COPE). Visos galimos publikacijos svarstomos
darant prielaid, kad jy esminis turinys néra jau paskelbtas ar sitilomas skelbti kitur.

Rankras¢iai pateikiami elektroniniu pastu redakcinei kolegijai (el. pastas: sovijus@lkti.lt). Visi
rankra$ciai prie§ juos publikuojant bus recenzuojami. Pirminis rankrastis pateikiamas ,,Microsoft
Word*“ dokumento arba ,,Open Document® formatu. Galutinis rankrastis pateikiamas kartu su
visos tekstinés medziagos kopija tekstinéje rinkmenoje, taip pat gali buti pateikiami didelés raigkos
vaizdai atskirose rinkmenose.

Autoriai turi pateikti tiksly atlikto tyrimo aprasyma. I$sami informacija ir nuorodos turi bati
pakankamos, kad kiti galéty pakartoti tyrima. Tyrimy rezultatai turéty bati teisingai interpretuo-
jami, kad nebuity pakenkta pasitikéjimui Zurnalu. Autoriai atsako uz tai, kad duomenys, rezultatai,
citatos, citatos, vaizdai ir (arba) kita medziaga rankrastyje buty atitinkamai cituojami, o ne i$galvoti
ar suklastoti. Visada butina tinkamai nurodyti kity autoriy darba (-ius). Be to, Zurnalas turi skundy
ir apeliacijy, susijusiy su etikos klausimais, nagrinéjimo mechanizma, o netinkamo elgesio moks-
liniy tyrimy srityje atvejais tiria ir imasi atitinkamy veiksmy.

Autorystés ir indélio principai

SOVIJUS laikosi Leidybos etikos komiteto (COPE) autorystés ir gairiy. Siose gairése teigiama,
kad autorysté turéty buti grindziama reik§mingu intelektiniu indéliu j rankrastj ir kad visi autoriai
turéty dalyvauti planuojant, vykdant ir interpretuojant tyrima. Be to, visi autoriai turéjo matyti ir
pritarti galutiniam rankrascio variantui bei sutikti, kad jis baty pateiktas publikacijai.

Zurnale skelbiami tik originaliis darbai, kurie nebuvo publikuoti kitur ir néra pateikti publika-
cijai kitur. I§imtys daromos tik naujiems darbams, kurie praplecia ankstesnes publikacijas. Autoriai
privalo pateikti informacijg apie pakartotinj medziagos panaudojima. Neetiskas leidybinis elgesys
apima ir tuos atvejus, kai vienas tyrimas samoningai skaidomas j kelias dalis, siekiant padidinti
paskelbty darby skaiciy.

Skundy ir apeliacijy teikimo principai

Zurnalas laikosi Leidybos etikos komiteto (COPE) rekomendacijy dél skundy ir apeliacijy nagri-
néjimo, kurios apima savalaikj atsakyma skundo pateikéjui, i§samy ir ne$aliska tyrimg ir aisky
rezultaty paai$kinimg. Prireikus Zurnalas gali pasitelkti iSorés ekspertus arba kreiptis patarimo i
atitinkamas organizacijas ar komitetus. Zurnalo skundy ir apeliacijy nagrinéjimo proceso tikslas -
uztikrinti moksliniy tyrimy ir publikavimo proceso sazininguma ir teisinguma.
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Jtarimai dél netinkamo moksliniy tyrimy vykdymo

fikavimas, plagijavimas arba neetiskas elgesys su moksliniy tyrimy dalyviais. Jei Zurnalas gauna
pranesima, kuriame iSreiskiamas jtarimas dél netinkamo moksliniy tyrimy vykdymo, redakciné
kolegija atlieka i$samy tyrima ir prireikus kreipiasi patarimo j atitinkamus ekspertus ar organiza-
cijas. Jei nustatoma, kad buvo padarytas nusizengimas, Zurnalas imasi atitinkamy veiksmy, kurie
gali apimti, be kita ko, rankrag¢io atsiémimg, pataisymo ar paneigimo prane$imo paskelbima arba
draudima autoriui (-iams) ateityje publikuotis Zurnale.

Interesy konfliktai

Interesy konflikty kyla tuomet, kai galima pagrjstai manyti, kad su tyrimu nesusij¢ klausimai
gali turéti jtakos straipsnio ar jo vertinimo neutralumui bei objektyvumui. Apie galimus interesy
konfliktus, nepriklausomai nuo to, ar jie turéjo jtakos tyrimui, ar ne, turi buti pranesta i§ anksto,
kad baty galima priimti pagrista sprendima. Interesy konfliktai gali buti instituciniai (kuomet kuri
nors $alis yra tam tikru badu susijusi su kokia nors organizacija, suinteresuota tam tikra darbo
baigtimi), finansiniai (kuomet autoriai gauna ar tikisi gauti naudos ar kity gérybiy, susijusiy su
tyrimo objektu, arba kuomet kokia nors organizacija yra suinteresuota tam tikrais tyrimo rezulta-
tais), asmeniniai (artimi asmeniniai rysiai) ir t. t.

Straipsnio pateikimo etape autoriai turi pranesti apie bet kokius galimus interesus. Bitina
i$samiai paaiskinti, kodél gali kilti interesy konfliktas. Autoriai privalo nurodyti bet kokia praei-
tyje gauta, $iuo metu gaunamg bei ateityje galimai gausima nauda ir bet kokius kitus gaunamus
piniginius mokéjimus, gaminius, privilegijas bei paslaugas, kurie galéjo paveikti straipsnio turinj.
Visi anksciau i§vardyti aspektai, net jei jie i$ tikryjy nesukélé jokio interesy konflikto, privalo buti
tinkamai ir s3Ziningai bei detaliai atskleisti.

Zurnalo vardu uztikriname, kad daugeliu atvejy saZiningas interesy deklaravimas neuzkerta
kelio straipsnio spausdinimui ar dalyvavimui recenzavimo procese.

Jei kyla kokiy nors abejoniy, praneskite apie galima interesy konfliktg arba aptarkite tai su
redakcija.

Archyvavimas

The journal publishes scientific articles and studies covering the results
of research on cultural development and spread, cultural theory, civilisational comparative studies,
social and cultural anthropology, cultural memory, cultural psychology, cultural sociology, and
new media culture; it also includes translations of significant texts, historical sources, reviews, and
conference overviews. The editorial Board of the journal focuses on the theoretical and methodo-
logical problems of culture and related research fields. The articles are published in Lithuanian,
English and other languages commonly used by the international scientific community.

Studies and monographs are published in a separate series (as a supplement to the journal).

All of the content of the journal is freely available without charge to users or their institutions.
Users are allowed to read, download, copy, distribute, print, search, or link to the full texts of the
articles published in this journal without asking prior permission of the publisher or the author. The
journal does not charge fees for article processing or submission. Articles published in the journal
are distributed under the Creative Commons Attribution 4.0 (CC BY 4.0) license.

Editorial and research ethics.

SOVIJUS is committed to upholding the highest standards of ethical conduct in research and
publication. This includes ensuring that all submitted manuscripts are reviewed for ethical issues,
such as plagiarism, duplicate publication, data fabrication and falsification. Journal also follows inter-
national guidelines and standards for ethical research and publication, such as those outlined by the
Committee on Publication Ethics (COPE). All potential publications are considered under assump-
tion that their essential content is not already published or being offered for publication elsewhere.

Manuscripts should be submitted by email to the editorial board (email: sovijus@lkti.lt). All
manuscripts will be peer reviewed before publication. The initial submission of manuscript should
include a Microsoft Word document or Open Document Format document. Final submission
should consist of a copy of all text material in a text file and could also contain high-resolution
images in separate files.

Authors should present an accurate account of the performed work. Details and references must
be sufficient enough to permit others to replicate the work. Research results should be interpreted
correctly so that to avoid damage to the trust in the journal. Authors are responsible for assuring that
data, results, quotes, citations, images and/or other materials in the manuscript are cited accordingly,
and not fabricated or manipulated. Proper acknowledgement of the work(s) of others must always
be given. In addition, the journal has a mechanism for handling complaints and appeals related to
ethical issues, and will investigate and take appropriate action in cases of research misconduct. The
journal has the right to reject submissions suspected of plagiarism at any stage of the assessment
process. It will also retract articles found to violate the requirement of originality after publication.

Members of the editorial board assess the general suitability of submitted manuscripts. All
published manuscripts will have been reviewed by at least one of the members of the editorial board
and at least two outside reviewers following the principles of double-blind peer-review, however,
the final decision to publish rests with the editors.
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The author is required to be able to demonstrate to the editorial board the possession of all
necessary permissions to reproduce copyright material, for print and online publication. The author
is also responsible for accurate and appropriate usage of references to the sources and secondary
literature used in their texts. Authors must gain all types of necessary consent from the human
participants prior to submitting the paper to empower the journal to use any related data as a way
to ensure and maintain their right to privacy.

The journal expects authors to implement transparency of any data and any other related ma-
terials associated with the submitted paper. Authors must provide records of evidence to ensure
that others were within reasonable position to replicate the research or to check its validity. We
encourage authors to deposit data in the repository and kindly ask to provide a persistent identifier
to the archived data set landing page.

We expect authors to use inclusive language. The content of the paper should not contain
anything what could show that some people are superior to others on the grounds of any aspects
of culture, race, gender, (dis)ability, sexual orientation, age and/or ethnicity. Writing should be free
from any forms of bias; whenever possible, authors should employ gender neutrality in text. In the
coding terminology, it is recommended to avoid offensive or exclusionary terms.

Authorship and Contributorship Principles.

SOVIJUS follows the Committee on Publication Ethics (COPE) guidelines for authorship and
contributorship. These guidelines state that authorship should be based on significant intellectual
contribution to the manuscript, and that all authors should have been involved in the planning,
execution, and interpretation of the research. Additionally, all authors should have seen and ap-
proved the final version of the manuscript and agreed to its submission for publication.

The journal publishes only original works which have neither been published elsewhere nor
are under review elsewhere. Exceptions are granted only for new works which expand previous
publications. Authors are required to provide information on the reuse of the material. Unethical
publishing behaviour extends to the cases when a single study is deliberately split up into several
parts with the objective to increase the number of published works.

Significant contribution must have been made by each and every researcher included in the
list of the authors in preparing the manuscript; authors share collective responsibility and ac-
countability for the results. Anyone who has made a significant contribution must be included in
the list of the authors. After acceptance of a manuscript, changes of authorship or the order of the
authors are no longer possible.

We ask authors to provide information about financial support for the research or paper at the
first page of the paper. If the funding source(s) had no involvement, then this should be stated.

Principles for Complaints and Appeals

The journal has a mechanism for handling complaints and appeals from authors and readers.
Any complaints or appeals should be presented in written form to the Editorial board (sovijus@lkti.
It), they will be reviewed by the editorial board and investigated in a fair and transparent manner.
The response with the results of the review procedure will be issued no later than within 7 days after
the submission of the complaint and/or appeal. The journal follows the Committee on Publication
Ethics (COPE) guidelines for handling complaints and appeals, which include providing the com-
plainant with a timely response, conducting a thorough and unbiased investigation, and providing
a clear explanation of the outcome. If necessary, the journal may involve external experts or seek
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advice from relevant organizations or committees. The goal of the journal’s complaint and appeal
process is to ensure the integrity and fairness of the research and publication process.

Allegations of Research Misconduct.

The journal takes allegations of research misconduct seriously and will investigate any such
allegations. Research misconduct refers to behaviour that violates ethical standards and under-
mines the integrity of the research, such as data fabrication, falsification, plagiarism, or unethical
treatment of research participants. If the journal receives an allegation of research misconduct,
the Editorial board will conduct a thorough investigation and seek advice from relevant experts or
organizations, if necessary. If misconduct is found to have occurred, the journal will take appropriate
action, which may include but is not limited to retracting the manuscript, issuing a correction or
retraction notice, or banning the author(s) from future publication in the journal.

Conflict of Interest Policy

When issues outside the research could affect the objectivity of the submitted paper or its evalu-
ation, conflicts of interest occur. We ask our authors to declare possible conflict(s) of interest along
with the submitted paper so that we could decide whether or not these conflicts may have exerted
any influence and could consequently make informed decisions. Conflicts include affiliations (being
related in any kind of affiliation with the organisation interested in the particular outcome of the
work); financial (benefits or services received or expected to be received by authors in connection
with the object of the work or by an organisation interested in the result of the work); personal
relationship (close personal ties) and similar.

An author, by virtue of submitting a work, must declare any potential conflict of interests.
All potential interests must be explained by elaborating why a conflict of interest may have been
involved. The authors must indicate any former, current and/or potential future benefits as well as
any other payments, goods, perks or services that could have affected the work. All the presently
listed aspects, whether or not they actually caused a conflict of interest, must be properly and
honestly specified.

On our behalf, we assure that, in most cases, honest declaration of interests will not stop work
from being forwarded to review and subsequently published.

If you have any doubts in relation to potential conflicts of interest, you are kindly invited to
discuss the issue(s) with the editor-in-chief. If a conflict of interest is revealed during the peer-review
stage, the journal may initiate rejection. If the paper has already been published, the retraction/
withdrawal process may be initiated.

The journal follows a policy of the editors and reviewers not being involved in any kind of
interaction with a submitted paper when they co-authored recently with the author(s), received or
are likely to receive possible financial reward related with the subject of the work, are or recently
were in some form of relationship such as marriage, parentage, other family/relationship bonds,
recent work/cooperation on the same project with the author, when they are close/direct competi-
tors or have previously discussed the manuscript with the authors.
